Training and continuous education in the field of
the media is of great importance to the Media-
Cluster. Graz has a wide range of offers in this
context and has thus positioned itself as a centre
of excellence. In fact, Styria has some tradition in
media training. At the University there has been,
for almost 30 years now,  the „Medienkundliche
Lehrgang“, and at the Graz technical colleges, the
syllabus includes „Journalism and business com-
munication“, „Information design“, „Marketing“ and
„IT/IT Marketing“.

From May 2004 onwards, the Berlin-based
Steinbeis University will, in co-operation with the
MediaCluster, offer extra occupational manage-
ment qualification courses in Graz. They will cover
the fields of media, entertainment and technology
under the so-called M.E.T. programme. It will be
divided into a university certificate course qualify-
ing participants as M.E.T. managers (1st year)
and a further year upon the completion of which
students qualify as MBA in media management
(2nd year). Both courses are internationally orien-
ted and address themselves mainly to senior
managers and specialists geared towards the
high potential in the EU-Future Region.
